SAFETY TIP #29 : Stocking Shelves

Arrange shelves so that heavy items and fast-moving items are stored
within easy reach.

Report improperly stacked pallets to the supplier to reduce future problems.
Ensure that the floor areas are level and free of debris and spills.

Be sure to always use a step stool to reach higher shelves and display/
storage areas.

If something is too heavy, ask another employee to help you lift it.
Never lift anything greater than ten pounds over your head.

Ensure all racks and frames used to store materials are:
- Designed, constructed, and maintained to support the load placed
on them and;
- Placed on firm foundation that can support the load.

Commercially manufactured racks and frames must be installed, used, and
maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.

Racks that exceed a 3:1 height-to-depth ratio must be suitably anchored,
externally braced, or properly secured to a building or structure.
