Confined Space in the Hospitality & Food Service 
Many people do not associate “confined spaces” in the hospitality & food service industry. Chances are there are places you pass every day that fall under Manitoba’s Workplace Safety and Health Regulation Part 15 that are considered confined spaces.
A confined space means an enclosed or partially enclosed space that:
(a) except for the purpose of performing work, is not primarily 
     designed nor intended for human occupancy.

(b) has restricted means of access or egress

 © is or may become hazardous to a worker entering it (within it)
    because of:

· its design, construction or atmosphere

· the materials or substances in it

· the work activities to be performed in it or processes used in it or

· any other conditions or hazards related to it.

Some examples of confined spaces could be but not limited to: elevator shafts, storage vats, cold storage (walk in freezers), root cellars, industrial ovens, dryers, washing machines, garbage compactors, air ducts, unventilated or poorly vented storage rooms.
It is the employers responsibility to identify and assess the risks of the confined space, take measures to reduce, control or eliminate the health and safety risks, associated with the confined space.

Employers are also responsibility to develop and implement safe work procedures for working in each confined space; train workers in the safe work procedures, and ensure that the workers comply with the safe work procedures.

All confined spaces must be identified and documented according to the risk level.

How confined spaces are identified, who is responsible for identifying, where, when, and what are questions that should all be covered, written, and discussed in a clear and concise manor, and be a part of your Workplace Safety and Health Program.
